August graduation data are only available for 

the Class of 2008 and later. Calculations are based on unrounded values. All rates are based on NYS calculations unless otherwise noted.
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After Remaining Flat for Years, NYC’s Graduation Rate 

Continues to Steadily Increase

The NYC traditional graduation rate cohort excludes students in self-contained classrooms and District 75 students. Graduates are defined as those earning either 

a Local or Regents diploma, a Skills & Achievement Commencement Credential (SACC), a Career Development and Occupational Studies Commencement 

Credential (CDOS), or New York State approved high school equivalency degree by August. The NYS calculation, used since 2005, includes Local and Regents 

Diplomas and all students with disabilities. It does not include SACCs, CDOS or high school equivalency degrees as graduates.
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Graduation Rates by Diploma Type

Due to rounding, the sum of each diploma may not equal the overall graduation rate at the top of the bar. The data for the classes of 2020 and 2021 

has been updated to reflect improvements in data collection and attribution among students in the total cohort with IEPs for whom NYC paid tuition to 

private schools.

Students are considered Current English Language Learners (ELLs) by NY State if classified as an ELL as of graduation. Students are considered Ever ELLs if 

classified as an ELL any year prior to graduation but not in their graduation year. Students were classified as Never ELLs if they were never identified as 

ELLs. The 2022 graduation rate is based on the cohort of students starting 9th grade in 2018-19. Calculations are based on unrounded values.
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Graduation Rates for NYC Students with Disabilities

The data for the classes of 2020 and 2021 have been updated to reflect improvements in data collection and attribution among students in the 

total cohort with IEPs for whom NYC paid tuition to private schools.

Starting with the Class of 2013, students with IEPs could use the compensatory score option (CSO) to meet graduation 

requirements, which contributed to an increase in the graduation rate. Calculations are based on unrounded values.
