Building trusting, productive relationships with families and their children begins with getting to know
them. Young children learn in the context of relationships with trusted adults. The answers in this
guestionnaire are a way to start building those relationships, both with children and families. As we
know, families are children’s first teachers and the experts on their children; the information they
provide can be used alongside other beginning of the year documents at your school, including “getting
to know you” surveys, to help you and your teaching team create welcoming, respectful partnerships
with families and lay a strong foundation for learning throughout the year.
